HBO premieres an all-new edition of Cathouse taped on location with the fun-loving working girls at one of Nevada’s premier tourist attractions: the Moonlite BunnyRanch, a bustling, bust-filled legal brothel located outside of Reno.  Featuring up-close-and-personal footage with a bevy of new and familiar girls, plus insights from good-time proprietor Dennis Hof and longtime Ranch manager Madam Suzette, Cathouse: Three Ring Circus takes a sexy, lighthearted joyride through the BunnyRanch with the likes of Air Force Amy, Brooke Taylor, Shy Love, Shelly Dushell, Bunny Love and others.  As always, the show utilizes hidden cameras in the brothel’s “party rooms” to eavesdrop on customers and hookers before, during and after sex.

Cathouse: Three Ring Circus premieres in the Thursday adult-documentary slot on Thursday, December 18 at 11 p.m. ET/PT.

In December, HBO returns to the familiar environs of Nevada’s Moonlite BunnyRanch for an all-new edition that shows off some of the more flamboyant and entertaining sides of the working girls we’ve gotten to know over the past several years.  Newly equipped with scooters that allow them to hit the party rooms in a hurry, attired in colorful costumes during a wild-and-crazy birthday party, even accommodating a clown (literally!) who makes love while honking horns and wearing full makeup and red nose, the BunnyRanch girls show they’re always up to the challenge of making their clients’ wildest wishes come true, while having fun in the process.

The Moonlite BunnyRanch is arguably the most famous brothel in a state that pioneered legal prostitution. Since brothels were legalized in many Nevada counties in 1972, the state has become a sexual mecca for red-blooded, law-abiding Americans looking to live out their fantasies in places like the BunnyRanch, located at the end of a dusty road about 35 miles south of Reno.

In addition to frank discussions with the girls and management team, Cathouse utilizes hidden cameras located in party rooms and lounges to record private conversations, transactions, and sex activity between the workers and their customers.  (Before sex takes place, customers are informed they are being taped, and their appearance in the program is subject to signing a consent agreement).

A HISTORY OF CATHOUSE: In 2002, HBO’s cameras went inside the Moonlite BunnyRanch for the first time with the original Cathouse special; a year later, in Cathouse 2: Back in the Saddle, HBO returned for another intimate look at the “working girls” who pleasure men (and women) for pay – including footage of actual trysts.  In subsequent years, viewers got an extended reservation with 11 episodes of Cathouse: The Series in 2005, and another six episodes of Cathouse Season Two in 2007.  This past year, HBO rang in the New Year with Cathouse: The Musical (December 2007); offered up a sweet Valentine with Cathouse: Come to the Party! (February 2008); delved into its BunnyRanch vault for Best of Cathouse (April 2008); explored the three-way fantasy with Cathouse: Ménage à Trois (October 2008) and cooked up a succulent Cathouse: What’s on the Menu (November 2008).

Both the Cathouse series and Cathouse specials are produced and directed by Patti Kaplan, who also produces and directs HBO’s seminal adult series Real Sex.  Among Kaplan’s other HBO credits: the 2000 adult series G-String Divas, and the 1997 documentary Dragtime USA: America Undercover.

SUMMARY
Ladies and Gentlemen!  Children of ages 18 and over!  Hurry, hurry, hurry to the greatest whorehouse in Nevada – the world-famous Moonlite BunnyRanch – for this month’s thrilling, three-ring edition of Cathouse!  Among the jaw-dropping acts you have to see to believe:

· Superstitious Divas – Why is Max “smudging” the BunnyRanch with sage?  What’s with the garlic over the doors, the seven Buddhas on the shelf, the roses thrown in the garbage, and the pee sprinkled on the entry gates?  Turns out that a lot of girls here are superstitious, and will do almost anything if they think it will help them make more dough or turn a better trick.

· The Freakier the Better – “Guys are bored and they want to try different things,” says Dennis Hof, so he and Madam Suzette make sure the girls give freaky fetishers what they want: shoes to be sucked, leashes to be yanked, fannies to be spanked.  Maya Love, Brooke Taylor and Samantha all profess their passion for rough sex; as Brooke says, “I don’t need a therapist, I need a whipping boy.” 

· Summer’s Costume Birthday Party – At the BunnyRanch, you can be whatever you want – and Dennis and Suzette have the costumes to help you do it.  At a birthday party for Summer, the decked-out girls get a shock when one Little Bo Peep meets her match with a Bizarro Bo Peep – Dennis himself in drag, complete with a short dress, golden locks and red shoes!  “I look like my mother” he says as the girls howl in delight and squeeze his man-boobs.
· Shelly’s Big Top Adventure – Clowns can be creepy – but don’t tell that to Shelly, who has no problem escorting a customer in full clown attire to her party room.  “I want to rearrange your makeup,” says the man, who stays in character and in makeup, even as his clown suit is being peeled off.  Admitting “it’s hard to get into erotic mood” when the guy you’re with is a clown, Shelly gamely allows him to paint her face before engaging in some merry sex.  After the session, the clown says proudly, “You are officially …. Clownized?” quips Shelly.  Guess so.
· Encore Engagements – Fans of Cathouse know there’s some turnover with the girls who work here; many girls leave in a huff but end up coming back, including Max, Amy and Shelly.  “Suzette and I are very forgiving,” says Dennis, adding, “Let bygones be bygones.”  Noting that boredom is detrimental to sales, Suzette and the girls outline the activities that get girls through the down time: Monopoly, card games, makeovers, knitting classes, Truth or Dare contests.  Interest is always piqued when a new girl arrives; this month, a young blonde named Britney shows off her assets as Amy and other vets offer advice.

· Hard at Workout – Like the bearded lady or calf with two heads, here’s a sideshow you don’t see every day: A shy young man who can only fantasize about the women at his gym come to the Ranch to have sex with Amy – while Bunny Love sweats it up on a stationary bike next to the bed.  “I don’t know what’s harder – having crazy wild sex, or an hour on a sitting bike,” huffs Bunny.

· Toy Testers – What Cathouse would be complete without a look at some new sex toys tested out by our resident sexperts?  In this case, Brooke Taylor mounts one of the Ranch’s funky new contraptions she dubs “pogos for hoes,” riding the stick up and down while her pals stroke her and groan in encouragement.
